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Is It A Childôs Holiday or Not?

Chanukah is often considered the greatest holiday for 

children in the cycle of the Jewish year. However, far from 

being a festival aimed at youngsters, this is a celebration that 

focuses on truly adult themes. Its power derives not from the 

giving of gifts, which has assumed an out of proportion 

significance simply because of its occurrence near the Dec. 

25th holiday celebrated by Christians, but from the message 

it carries in its recollection of an incredibly challenging time in 

Jewish history.

At the time of the Maccabees ( 2nd Century BCE), the 

Jewish community in Israel faced a and troubling situation. 

Oppressed by the Selucid Greeks in Syria and split internally 

between those who sought to increasingly assimilate pagan 

ideas and practices and those who sought to remain loyal to 

Judaism and to the idea of a Jewish state, the Jews had to 

decide, individually and collectively, who they were, what 

was of ultimate importance to them, and what their culture 

was to be. This was a time of crisis and danger; it was a 

moment in which the survival of the nation and of their 

unique faith was on the line. Power politics, military strategy, 

and religious  commitments and practices, had to be 

considered ,and then decisions had to be made that would 

have serious consequences for the nation and for the world.

Chanukah reminds us of the valor of those who risked 

everything to withstand enormous pressures, who fought 

against the ruling power of the time, and who understood the 

nexus between belief and identity, between religion and true 

freedom. The sparkling glory of the Selucid kingdom was 

enticing, but for the Maccabees and their followers it was the 

light of Judaism that burned more brightly. Thus they risked 

everything to battle for the Jewish way of life and for the 

monotheistic faith that gave meaning to their existence. Their 

victory in war, while important, soon was recast as the 

triumph of Godôs word over tyranny, of light over darkness, 

and of faith over military might.

As our children play in the light of the menorah, 

we need to consider our own attitudes toward 

Judaism, think about what it means to live in a 

multi-cultural community, and consider how to be 

open to the wide range of influences that surround 

us. We need to be aware of the Jewish traditions, 

practices and beliefs that are eternal and non-

negotiable while also understanding the necessity 

of respecting others and their beliefs. We must find 

a way to draw upon the best of the society in which 

we live, while holding fast to the incredible heritage 

that is ours so that the light of Judaism will 

continue to brighten our lives and also illuminate 

the world around us.  This is not childôs play ð it is 

an adult challenge that shapes our life and that will 

have an impact upon the Jewish future.

May the glow of the candles brighten the winter 

nights and may the radiance of Judaism help us to 

transmit Godôs message in order to add light to the 

world. Happy Chanukah!

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PRESIDENTôS MESSAGE

This month I would like to share with you an article I read that was published by the United Synagogue for 

Conservative Judaism.  

1. Just as Chanukah teaches about the rededication of the Temple, we can rededicate ourselves to supporting 

our synagogues and revitalizing the organized Jewish religious community. Resolving to take greater 

advantage of educational offerings in our congregations and to make ourselves more readily available for 

communal prayer, we can create the kind of positive role models needed to inspire our children and 

grandchildren. It is not sufficient that our synagogues offer opportunities for us to learn and to grow if we 

do not take advantage of these resources to enrich our own lives. Rededication is as vital for the individual 

as it is for the group. Many religious observances -- the recitation of berakhot, kashrut, and so on --

transcend the boundaries of the synagogue. Our commitment to rededication must be both personal and 

communal. 

2. Chanukah celebrates the phenomenon of political activism. We can keep that tradition alive in many ways. 

We might choose to support a particular political party or organization; we might take steps to influence our 

government in a particular matter -- perhaps by writing letters or making phone calls to members of 

Congress We also can make our views felt on issues relating to Israel. 

3. Chanukah has come to be identified with gift-giving, and sharing gifts is a wonderful way to express 

affection and demonstrate generosity. But does that make the giver a role model? It can, depending on the 

nature of the gift and the spirit in which it is given. We may choose to give our money -- endowing 

worthwhile causes, contributing food or clothing to a homeless shelter, donating toys to children living in 

centers for battered wives -- or our time -- teaching our children about the holiday, visiting a facility for the 

blind and reading books aloud, or helping to build houses for the homeless. By ensuring that those we have 

the power to influence are invited to share in these mitzvot, we perpetuate important Jewish values and keep 

the Judaism we cherish from becoming simply a historical memory. 

As we light each candle on our menorah, let us also ignite a spark within ourselves and our families as we 

commit to undertake the performance of mitzvot. We wonôt all choose the same ones, nor will we start from, or 

arrive at, the same level of observance. Nevertheless, much of our history is built on a recognition of those who 

struggled to maintain our unique way of life, and an appreciation of their struggle. We are all capable of 

contributing to that worthy cause. Let the lighting of each candle seal our commitment.

A happy (and meaningful) Chanukah to all our Beth Judea family,

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RABBI SEARCH COMMITTEE UPDATE

Rabbi Search Committee Update

The Rabbi Search Committee has been formed to find a new 

Rabbi, the best successor candidate available, for our 

Congregation when Rabbi Lifshitz retires from the pulpit on June 

30, 2011.  Please note that Rabbi Lifshitz will remain at Beth 

Judea as Rabbi Emeritus for the next five years and will conduct 

High Holiday services and other duties.

The approximate timeline of our search is as follows:

May-June 2011 Board Approval and 

Contract Negotiations

July 1, 2011 New Rabbi Begins

In April and May, the Committee held three open Congregational 

Forums to give the membership a chance to discuss the qualities 

and characteristics they desire to have in the new rabbi.  There 

were over 200 congregants that attended the open forums. 

In addition, a survey was then sent to entire membership in June 

to gather additional input and attempt to quantify the priorities of 

the characteristics, traits, and focus of the new Rabbi.  About 150 

responses were received.  The top ten priorities from the 

forums and surveys for the new Rabbi were as follows:

1.    Approachable, charismatic, enthusiastic.

2.    Draw people into the synagogue and synagogue life.

3.    Superb pastoral skills.

4.    Knowledgeable about synagogue, halacha, and scholarly. 

5.    Deal with contemporary issues facing conservative Judaism.

6.    Involved and active with youth and with the school.

7.    Sensitive in religious interpretations.

8.    Skilled orator, teacher, pursues continuing education.

9.     Progressive thinker.

10.   Community outreach, promote Jewish causes, active   

fundraiser.

The search committee also interviewed Rabbi Lifshitz, 

Cantor Weisberg, Anna Besser and Lisa Neiman for their 

input in what we should seek in a new Rabbi.

At the current time, the Committee is hard at work preparing 

the very detailed and lengthy application to the Rabbinical 

Assembly.  We are also generating interviewing questions for 

the various interviews that will take place.  

The process for searching for a new rabbi, as was discussed 

at the Congregational Forums is as follows:  the 

Congregation files an application with the Rabbinical 

Assembly (RA). The RA upon accepting the application will 

post the opening to their qualified candidates.  The 

Congregation is prohibited from looking for candidates 

outside of this system.  The RA will pre-qualify candidates, 

and only those Rabbi candidates that meet the specific 

qualifications of the RA for a congregation of our size may 

apply.  At that time, interested candidates will submit their 

resumes for our consideration.  This should begin around 

December and may last several months.  The search 

committee will review resumes and conduct initial phone 

interviews to pre-screen candidates to determine their 

qualifications and fit with our Congregation.  A second more 

detailed interview will be made with the top candidates.  

Finally, the finalist candidates will be visited by the committee 

at their current location and/or will be brought to Beth Judea 

for all to meet.

When we send notice that a candidate is going to visit Beth 

Judea (possible on short notice), please make a good effort 

to attend services or other scheduled events.  It is anticipated 

that these visits will not occur till late winter or spring of 2011.  

After the committeeôs selection is made, the matter will be 

turned over to the board of directors for approval and then to 

congregation's personnel committee to negotiate a final 

contract with the new Rabbi.

If anyone would like to donate airline miles to offset the cost 

of tickets for travel to the interviews, it would be appreciated.

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Birds of a Featheré.Learning about Community

Å Geese fly in a "V" formation because this arrangement allows 

them to see and communicate  with each other while flying.  

Å Geese mate for life and have strong family ties. They often travel in large family groups.

Å Google geese and you'll learn that a group of geese is called a gaggle; a flying gaggle is called 

a skein; when a skein lands on water, it's called a plump; but landlocked geese are just a flock.

Each fall, millions of geese migrate from their homes in the north to warmer climates in the south. To fly long 

distances--sometimes more than 1,000 miles--geese instinctively organize themselves into a "V" formation, which 

allows the skein to travel farther than any of the geese could fly solo.

The flying "V" takes advantage of how birds flap and twist their wings to create "lift," an upward force opposing 

the pull of gravity. The formation enables those in the rear of the group to rest their weary wings by riding on the 

lift of the geese up front.

If only one goose acted as leader of its flock, it would soon tire out and the whole community would suffer. That's 

why geese know how to take turns doing the hard work. When the head goose needs a break from all that wing-

flapping, it drops back and another goose takes over.

As soon as a goose falls out of line, it no longer coasts on the lift of the birds in front. It feels the burden of flying 

alone and quickly gets back in formation. Geese recognize that traveling together as a community gets them 

where they are going more quickly, easily, and safely.

Just as geese benefit from sticking together, the Jewish community finds its strength when we 

stick together and look out for one another. The synagogue is one of the central structures of 

Judaism.  Our holiest prayers--such as Barekhu, Kedushah, and Torah reading--are said only 

when there is a minimum of ten adults present.  As a result, most of our prayers are written in 

the plural voice--even the Amidah, which is recited silently.

Why is there an emphasis on communal prayer? Our tradition understands the power of many voices. In much the 

same way that geese can travel longer distances with the help of each other, our prayers can reach greater heights 

when we say them together. And when life's journey seems long and difficult, we can take comfort in knowing 

that we're part of a group.

During this time of year, the Social Action and Israel Affairs 

committee is always busy planning Mitzvah Day, holding Mitzvah 

Day and then delivering all the items.  This year was no exception!  

Despite the difficult economy, October 31 brought many 

congregants to the synagogue to volunteer and to bring donations.  

The focus again this year was on providing foods and essentials to 

the local Township offices that distribute baskets to needy residents.

The Menôs Club helped organize and pack the 

baskets for Wheeling Township. Sisterhood packed amazing holiday 

boxes to US Jewish troops from The Brave, a list serve organized by 

United Synagogues.  The social action committee organized sorting 

of toiletries for quite a few organizations, including The Ark and 

PADS, making fleece blankets for Project Linus and lap blankets for 

CJE senior life, packing sandwiches for PADS and collecting 

computers for United Cerebral Palsy.  Collecting cell phone for 

Shalva is an ongoing project.

Jewish child and Family service held their annual drive for gifts for 

their clients.  Synagogue members ñadoptedò over 60 childrenôs 

wish lists as part of our 7 + 1 gift drive.  Gift cards, toys and other 

wish list items, as well as toys for the general collection were sent to 

JCFS last week.  Several congregants met at Target in Vernon Hills, 

as well, to help JCFS select winter wear for their clients.

RABBI CHARLES SIMON

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, FEDERATION OF JEWISH MENôS CLUBS

In the winter of 2000 Rabbi Simon was asked by the leadership of the FJMC to place the 

issue of intermarriage on the agenda of the Conservative Movement. Ten years later 

more than 65 congregations and approximately 87 volunteers are involved in various 

stages of re-positioning their synagogues to meet the challenge of demographic change. 

Rabbi Simon was instrumental in the creation of the Leadership Council of Conservative 

Judaism. In addition to these activities he is responsible for starting and nurturing three 

Masorti congregations in France and two in the United Kingdom. His Mezuzah 

Housewarming party was translated into Spanish in 2005 as was his film The Ties That 

Bind. He has been instrumental in sending Torahs to our developing congregations and 

was responsible for the current translation of Sim Shalom into French. Under his 

guidance the FJMC created a fund designed to provide Tefillin and mezuzot to our 

congregations in Latin America and Europe. In November 2007 Rabbi Simon received the 

prestigious Sheirut lôam (Service to our People) award from the World Council of 

Synagogues. He currently serves as the Conservative Movementôs representative to 

Europe. 

His most recent endeavor are a weekly haftarah commentary that began in October 2009 

and A book titled, Developing a Successful Volunteer Culture, published by Jewish Lights 

publishing company.

A 1977 graduate of the Rabbinical School of the Jewish Theological Seminary of 

America, Rabbi Simon served as a congregational rabbi before coming to the FJMC. His 

primary interest is the development of lay leadership and the cultivation of volunteers. He 

lives in New York with his wife Mary Katzin. 

Rabbi Charles Simon has served as the Executive Director of the 

Federation of Jewish Menôs Clubs since 1981. Under his guidance, FJMC 

has produced numerous books, guides, films, and programs designed to 

enhance Jewish life, for men and women and their communities at large. 

An active innovator, Rabbi Simon has been responsible for the production 

of a host of materials designed to make Jewish life more accessible. 

These accomplishments include the development of the highly acclaimed 

Art of Jewish Living series, authored by Dr. Ron Wolfson, the writing and 

production of two educational films, A Guide to the Shabbat Morning Torah 

Service and The Ties That Bind. He edited and supervised the Hearing 

Menôs Voices series, a series of five manuals designed to assist Jewish 

men to address issues facing them today. Rabbi Simon has also written 2 

books devoted to teaching people how to lead and participate in 

community prayer. He has been published in Commentary Magazine, 

Judaism Magazine and Reform Judaism.

Varda Polak-Sahm - The House of Secrets: The Hidden World 
of the Mikveh

Varda Polak-Sahm first immersed herself in the mikveh, a 
Jewish ritual bath, on the eve of her weddingðyoung, terrified, 
and secretly pregnant. For Orthodox Jewish women, the 
mikveh is an essential part of adult life 
that occurs before marriage and after each menstrual period 
before sex can resume. (Sex during a womanôs period or in the 
following seven days afterward is strictly forbidden.) Warned as 
a child that the mikveh would expose any bride who was not a 
virgin, Polak-Sahm was relieved to find that the water did not 
recoil from her in condemnation; instead, her first immersion 
was a joyful experience, with songs and celebration. Years 
later, she decided to re-examine the mikveh through a feminist 
lens. The mikveh, a word which doubles for both the ritual tub 
and the name of the place where these baths are taken, 
operates similarly to a bathhouse, and for many women, it is an 
opportunity to relax and socialize. But it also comes with 
accompanying practices: before immersion, a woman may be 
asked to insert a ñwitness,ò a tampon-like cloth, to prove that 
she is not bleeding. That night, she cooks for her 
husband and they are required to have sex, often just in time 
for her ovulation. Polak-Sahm wonders if the mikveh is an 
outdated, misogynistic ritual designed to control every aspect 
of a womenôs sexuality. Through interviews with various 
women, she finds that most consider immersing to 
be a rejuvenating experience that leaves them spiritually 
renewed and prevents their sex lives from getting boring. 
Whether or not you agree with the concept of a purity bath, you 
can find inspiration in the stories these women share about 
their experiences, both good and bad, in life and at the mikveh.

Already widely praised in Israel, this English translation 
provides a firsthand account of the power of ritual immersion 
for the growing numbers of women reclaiming this practice.

book club. Elizabeth Ladin-Gross will be the leader of the 

winter book club and Phyllis Faber will lead the 

spring/summer book club.
