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RABBI’S REFLECTIONS
The Great Spring Cleaning

With Passover just weeks away, we are 

engaged in the yearly project of preparing for 

Pesach. For many of us this is a time for thinking 

about our guest list, the menu for the seders, and 

when we will do the appropriate shopping. Soon, if 

not already, we will be trying to use up as much of 

the chametz as possible and begin to do the 

cleaning that is always associated with this 

season. Refrigerators, cabinets, and drawers get 

freshened; some people check the pockets of their 

clothes; some make sure to get the cars washed 

so that, even there, no chametz will remain. All of 

this is done in fulfillment of the verse: ―There shall 

be no leven, chametz, found with you. (Deut. 16:4) 

in all your territory.‖

Our sages soon realized that the cleaning of our 

homes had a powerful symbolic value. Not only are 

we to discard that which rises, to purify our 

dwelling places from chametz. We are also to 

search out the recesses of our own personalities, 

to identify the negative aspects of our souls and 

our spirits that rise up as barriers that keep us from 

living the kinds of life God wants us to lead, and 

then sweep them away, changing our values and 

our behavior, reorienting the way we act and think 

so that we can live a life of mitzvot and goodness.

Leven refers to that which would get puffed up. In our 

lives excessive pride and self-centeredness give us an 

overblown view of our place in the world. An unhealthy 

drive for financial success or the acquisition of 

possessions can make us forget that in a fundamental 

sense all people are equal. Those who focus only upon 

their own misfortune fail to take note of those around 

them and think that their own pain or loss must loom 

much larger than anyone else. Those see the world only 

as filled with terror cannot find much that is positive in 

their lives or in anyone else. And if we only care about our 

own well-being, we will be increasingly separated from the 

people all around us. These are just some of the kinds of 

spiritual and emotional chametz from which we must 

cleanse ourselves — for Passover and throughout the 

year.

Interestingly, after all the hard work of preparing for 

Passover, after the shopping and cooking and changing 

of pots and pans and dishes and silverware, we 

experience joy and a renewed sense of possibilities as we 

gather with family and friends. The same thing is true 

when we clean out the mental baggage and emotional 

traps that get in our way. When we focus less on negative 

thoughts and more upon positive feelings, upon fresh 

opportunities rather than past mistakes, and upon how we 

can help others rather than what others are supposed to 

do for us, we will find our days more joyous and our life 

more fulfilling. With such freedom we can continue the 

journey begun on that long ago Passover in Egypt and 

find our way toward becoming better human beings, 

actively responding to Judaism’s call to repair the world.

I and my family wish you and your entire family a 

sweet and meaningful Passover that draws you closer to 

God, to the Jewish community and to the traditions our 

people.

EDUCATION

Why is this night different from all other nights?
We don’t always notice when things around us are the same, but we certainly notice when they’re different! 

Passover is holiday when we intentionally create differences which will provoke questions and discussion.

A powerful way to start the Seder is to look around the table and notice who is there and who is not. What 

changes have taken place in people’s lives between last year’s Seder and tonight? This conversation can 

lead into an introduction to the Seder which captures the power of storytelling, as we retell the same story 

each and every year. And yet, because we change, we bring different perspectives to the story.

“Lotsa Matzah”

Before the Seder begins, tell young children that they have a Seder mission: to count the number of times 

the word ―matzah‖ is said and to call out ―lotsa’ matzah‖ each time, adding the number (for example, ―Lotsa 

Matzah six!‖ for the sixth time the word is mentioned)

Passover Table Centerpiece

It’s springtime in Israel, and you can bring a little bit of Israel to your Seder table. 

You’ll need:

• Flowers from Israel (check your local grocery store)

• 4 pcs. Matzah

• Glue gun

• Take the four pieces of matzah and stand them up. With the glue gun, glue the pieces

together to form a square box, and put the flowers in the middle.

Bag O’Plagues!

Dramatize the plagues to keep your child’s attention during the Seder by creating a plague bag.   Here’s a 

simple version that you can use with things you have at home and can get at a dollar store. 

Here is a list of items to include for each plague: (Can be put in a decorated lunch bag)

1. Blood: put a few drops of red food dye in a clear pitcher. (Cover bottom of pitcher). Take a second 

pitcher and fill with clear water. As you say the name of the plague (dahm), pour clear water in the red 

dye! 

2. Frogs: all types; plus stickers

3. Lice: little plastic bugs or salt in a small baggie; black paper dots or black pepper, made by a hole 

punch. Or, buy the plastic ice-cubes with a bug inside.

4. Wild beasts: rubber animal noses–insect stickers.

5. Cattle plague: cow pencils; stickers, or the little toys that have the cow fall over when you press the 

bottom.

6. Boils: round band aids, colored green ; pieces of bubble wrap.

7. Hail: mini marshmallows; ping pong balls, little white pom–pom balls.

8. Locusts: metal clickers.

9. Darkness: sun glasses.

10. Death of first born: small plastic babies–wrapped in a little piece of cloth.

Look What’s Happening at the 

Board of Jewish Education Early 

Childhood Center!

We have been very busy these last several weeks!  Our 

three-four year old classes have just completed their 

Israel unit.  They learned about Israel and the people that 

live there.  They completed this unit with a ―trip to Israel‖.  

The day of the trip, the children came with their suitcases 

in tow, packed with the necessary items for a long plane 

ride.  As they arrived at the El Al ticket counter, they 

picked up their passports and their tickets.  On the plane, 

they saw slides of Israel.  When they landed, their rooms 

had been transformed.   They visited a shuk (Israeli 

market) where they ate falafel, and squeezed their own 

oranges for fresh orange juice.  They went to Hadassah 

Hospital as well as Safed, where their original works of art 

were on display and available for ―purchase‖.  Some 

children visited a Kibbutz where they milked a cow and 

pulled some vegetables.  This is truly a magical 

experience for the children as well as their parents.

The Pre-K classes have also culminated their study of 

Israel.  They were focusing more on the land of Israel.  

They began by learning how the Jewish people came 

back to resettle the land of Israel.  In conjunction with this, 

the children did extensive planting.  Each child kept a 

journal of their bean plant, charting its growth.  They took 

a fieldtrip to the Botanic Gardens where they studied the 

different greenhouses, especially focusing on the Cactus 

Greenhouse.  The children each sketched a cactus, 

paying careful attention to the size, shape and color.  The 

children came back and using clay, recreated a cactus 

they had seen.  We looked at various citrus fruits and 

compared and contrasted them, sorted them in many 

different ways and counted the seeds in the different 

fruits.  The children and their families celebrated the 

culmination of this unit of study with a feast of the fruits of 

Israel.  A wonderful time was had by all!

We take great pride in our early literacy program as well 

as our pre-math program.  Our cutting edge curriculum 

prepares the children for a lifetime of learning.  The BJE 

schools leave the children with a strong foundation of 

learning and social skills as they prepare for kindergarten 

and beyond.
