RABBI’S REFLECTIONS
Hanukkah Light

In the same way, the lights we kindle on Hanukkah
are both a reminder of miracles past and a call to
action. The Maccabees’ military victory and the oil in
the Temple were miracles, the former resulting from
the people’s efforts on their own behalf and the latter
deriving from God. When we publicize those miracles
on Hanukkah, we are reminding ourselves, and others,
that there are times when we rely on God to help us,
but that more often than not it is human initiative that
will save us. Like the blind man that Rabbi Yose met,
our Hanukkah ‘torch’ is a light to remind others that we
all rely on one another. Each of us is ‘blind’ in some
way, and it is the responsibility of every human being to
see and to aid another person whenever possible,
helping them to overcome their particular ‘blindness.’
Hanukkah’s light is that of miracles divine and human,
and we must never allow our part of that equation to be
dimmed or extinguished.

In that spirit, we are initiating a new group at Beth
Judea, the Hesed/Caring Committee. The mission of
Hesed is to reach out to all our members, illuminating
our connections to one another and facilitating them.
Specifically, volunteers will assist me in identifying who
is who in the shul and helping me to forge connections
among our congregational family. When someone is
sick, we should know about it and be able to respond
appropriately; when we go too long without seeing or
hearing from someone, we will reach out to them and
encourage them to deepen their ties to others. In short,
the role of Hesed will be to shine light into our
members’ lives. | look forward to hearing that you will
help me in this effort; done right, it could transform our
relationship to the synagogue and to each other.

NOTES FROM THE CANTOR
A Return to Mother Russia — July, 2012

It has been several decades since the end of Communism in Russia, but for many of us it has been generations since
our families left their shtetls in the Old Country to make a new life for their children here in America. Through the auspices
of the Conservative Movement’s cantorial organization, the Cantors Assembly, | am planning an 8-day trip next July to the
major cities of Russia, St. Petersburg and Moscow, which will be open to our members as well as others who are
interested.

The trip will include a scholar-in-residence, Dr. Stephen M. Berk, Professor of History at Union College in Schenectady,
New York. Dr. Berk has written numerous articles and books, including the book Year of Crisis, Year of Hope: Russian
Jewry and the Pogroms of 1881-1882, and is widely recognized as a superb lecturer and teacher. He has spoken
throughout the US on behalf of UJA and Israel Bonds and has led many trips to Russia and Eastern Europe, Spain and
Israel. Dr. Berk will be addressing our group on a daily basis throughout the trip.

We will be visiting a number of synagogues and museums while learning of our people’s history in earlier times as well
as today. We will celebrate Shabbat in St. Petersburg, where the sunset in July will be very late at night. We will
additionally have guided tours of important sites such as the palatial homes of the Czars, Red Square, the Kremlin and
more. There will be opportunities for boat rides on the canals of St. Petersburg and cultural activities in Moscow.

With all this and more, | hope you will consider joining me on this special experience next summer. The departure date
from Chicago is scheduled for Wednesday, July 4, returning the evening of Thursday, July 12. You will find the details and
application form later in this issue of the WORD, but please let me know as soon as possible if you are interested so | can
be sure we can make adequate accommodations.

To all our Beth Judea family, a happy and fun-filled Hanukkah. I look forward to celebrating this year’'s Festival of
Lights with you.
