Shalom Aleikhem! On behalf of my wife Lisa and our 

kids, Celia, Max and Zachary, I thank you for the many 

wonderful greetings we have already received upon 

arriving in the area. Our members have been so 

welcoming and helpful that what might have been a 

difficult transition has turned out to be a real pleasure.

As I said when I visited in the spring, my main focus 

this year is on you. Beth Judeaôs religious services, social 

programming, educational offerings and fundraisers are 

largely planned for the year, and I know that they will all 

be wonderful, but for me they will primarily be vehicles for 

building relationships with each of our congregants. This 

is a big place, and it will take some time, but I believe that 

the best foundation for the long term health of the Beth 

Judea community is my building connections to each of 

you and helping foster relationships among our members. 

When we know each otherôs names and stories, we 

become more deeply invested in the lives of each person 

in the shul and in the shul itself.

To that end, I would like to encourage you to start 

thinking now about how you are connected to Beth Judea 

and how you might get connected. Each of us has skills 

and ideas that can improve the way programs are run, 

which I encourage, but the deeper work of building 

relationships often requires little more than showing up. 

Two examples leap to mind: The holiday of Tisha BôAv

falls on August 8-9 this year. It is the saddest day on the 

Jewish calendar, a remembrance of the destruction of the 

Temple in Jerusalem as well as other tragedies in our 

history. By coming together on the evening of August 8th

we can connect to that history and to each other. The 

second opportunity to meet other congregants and 

support them is during shivah minyans.

My first week in the community, two of our members 

lost a parent, and I can say without reservation that there 

is no better or easier way to do a mitzvah and make a 

friend than to show up at a shivah minyan, especially 

when you do not know the family. Shivah does not require 

an invitation; it is an opportunity for communal support of 

a family in pain, and it is the finest expression of what it 

means to be part of a community.

In looking ahead to the many things I need to learn, I 

am mindful of a well known passage that appears in Pirkei

Avot, an early rabbinic tractate. In it, Rabbi Shimon 

haTzaddik famously says óLo aleikha hamelakha ligmor

vôloatah ben horin lôhibateilmimena,ô óIt is not incumbent 

upon you to complete the work, but neither are you free to 

desist from it.ô  As we begin what I hope will be many 

years of learning, celebration, prayer and comfort 

together, I will keep those words very much in mind as I 

attempt to navigate the ins and outs of being your rabbi. I 

will not master every name and every nuance of shul life 

immediately, but I commit myself to doing so as quickly 

and as well as I can. Please do not hesitate to introduce 

yourself to me and to tell me your story. I know you will 

forgive me if I ask you your name more than once.
