A New Kosher Symbol

This goal led to the development of a Heksher Tzedek
Commission to implement this plan. The goal is to
determine if a company producing a certain product
meets these ethical standards. If it does it will be able to
include the MAGEN ZEDEK, the Shield of Justice, label
on packages of its foods. This will be in addition to the
symbol regarding the kashrut of the ingredients. Thus the
Magen Zedek does not replace the OU or any other
symbol that certifies kosher ingredients, but rather will be
an additional symbol that refers to the ethical
responsibilities of the employers and the ethical rights of
the employees.

Earlier this year the Conservative movement’s
Hekhsher Tzedek Commission began testing select
companies’ domestic food production standards on five
levels — labor practices, animal welfare practices,
consumer protection, corporate integrity and
environmental impact. After a three-month trial, the
Commission will decide if the companies merit the
designation of “Magen Tzedek,” and this spring the results
will be made public. Soon afterwards the Shield of Justice
symbol will start to appear on various items.

There once was an advertisement for a kosher hot dog
company that used the phrase, “We answer to a higher
authority.” The Magen Zedek symbol reminds us that in
the manufacturing of food products our responsibility to
the Highest Authority of All, God, requires us to be
ethically sensitive to those who actually produce our food
and to the environment that we all share. | expect that we
shall soon see this Magen Tzedek symbol on a variety of
products and that we will purchase those foods that carry
this symbol whenever we can.

We have been very busy these last several weeks! Our
three-four year old classes have just completed their
Israel unit. They learned about Israel and the people that
live there. They completed this unit with a “trip to Israel”.
The day of the trip, the children came with their suitcases
in tow, packed with the necessary items for a long plane
ride. As they arrived at the EI Al ticket counter, they
picked up their passports and their tickets. On the plane,
they saw slides of Israel. When they landed, their rooms
had been transformed. They visited a shuk (Israeli
market) where they ate falafel, and squeezed their own
oranges for fresh orange juice. They went to Hadassah
Hospital as well as Safed, where their original works of art
were on display and available for “purchase”. Some
children visited a Kibbutz where they milked a cow and
pulled some vegetables. This is truly a magical
experience for the children as well as their parents.

The Pre-K classes have also culminated their study of
Israel. They were focusing more on the land of Israel.
They began by learning how the Jewish people came
back to resettle the land of Israel. In conjunction with this,
the children did extensive planting. Each child kept a
journal of their bean plant, charting its growth. They took
a fieldtrip to the Botanic Gardens where they studied the
different greenhouses, especially focusing on the Cactus
Greenhouse. The children each sketched a cactus,
paying careful attention to the size, shape and color. The
children came back and using clay, recreated a cactus
they had seen. We looked at various citrus fruits and
compared and contrasted them, sorted them in many
different ways and counted the seeds in the different
fruits. The children and their families celebrated the
culmination of this unit of study with a feast of the fruits of
Israel. A wonderful time was had by all!

We take great pride in our early literacy program as well
as our pre-math program. Our cutting edge curriculum
prepares the children for a lifetime of learning. The BJE
schools leave the children with a strong foundation of
learning and social skills as they prepare for kindergarten
and beyond.
