As urban dwellers, we are reunited with the outdoors during the festival of Sukkot. In so doing, we are reminded of our
dependence upon God for our well-being and safety. | am always awestruck by the fact that hurricane season occurs

during the time we are observing the High Holidays. When we sit in the Sukkabh, it is very obvious that life is fragile. How
often do the chil drends Sukkah decorations perish in the
bl ow away the s6chach (branches) that cover the sukbuhos
homes and uproot trees, we are humbled by the force behind them.

During Sukkot, there is a custom to invite Biblical guests into the Sukkah. They are called Ushpizin. We invite Abraham,
Isaac, Jacob, Moses, Aaron, Joseph and David. We also invite their female counterparts Sarah, Rebecca, Rachel, Leah,
Miriam, Deborah and Esther. Who would you invite to visit your sukkah? Would you include loved ones who have
passed on? Would you include famous people you have admired i historical figures, fictional characters, political figures,
entertainment celebrities? Which of their qualities do you admire that you would want perpetuated through this holiday
season? Ask your children whome they would invite. Ushpizin must be introduced with a bit of flair and drama, perhaps
also with some props and pretend.
