How can any one of us feel that life has
meaning when terrible things happen, when we feel that
our efforts have no great impact, when we admit that any
one life is but a drop in the sea of existence? That is the
time to pull a scrap of paper from our pockets that

reminds each of us that oI
worl d exists.® That simpl e
we need to know about Judai
I't affirms that every ©6-tod i

one relationship with all of reality. It is the ultimate
expression of individual worth.

But feelings of personal value can also spiral out
of control. If all we ever felt was that the world was
created for our own sake, we would tread a path toward
arrogance, selfishness and even nihilism. So, for those
occasions when we veer to far in that direction, Reb
Simha teaches us to reach into the other pocket for a
reminder of our ultimate fate. The world may have been
created for my sake, but it will only be mine for a short
while.
