RABBI’S REFLECTIONS 
January 2012 

 
 

      As we move through the month of January, the 

Torah tells us of God’s instructions to Moses and 

Aaron about their roles in bringing the Israelites out of 

slavery in Egypt. They will go before Pharaoh, demand 

the emancipation of their people and, when Pharaoh 

refuses them, act as the agents who bring the plagues 

upon Egypt. When all of these things happen, what 

Pharaoh and the Egyptians see is Moses or Aaron; 

what they are meant to understand is the power of 

God. Similarly, when the Israelites leave Egypt, cross 

the Sea of Reeds safely and see Pharaoh’s chariots 

swallowed by the waters of the sea, what they see is 

the destroyed Egyptian army; what they understand is 

the power of God. So too when the Israelites reach Mt. 

Sinai: Clouds and thunder indicate the divine power 

reaching out to them, but they do not see God. 

 

     The radical break that biblical religion made with the 

pagan world out of which it emerged – the idea of an 

unseen God who demands righteous behavior and acts 

as our redeemer – is now so familiar that we lose sight 

of the religious revolution it unleashed. Previously, 

while all ancient peoples believed in ‘the gods,’ the role 

of human beings was thought to be to pay tribute to 

representations of those gods in order to avoid their 

wrath. The idea of a God who was concerned about 

humanity, who insisted upon proper behavior between 

one person and another, and who promised to reward 

such behavior was an innovation of the highest order.

RABBI’S REFLECTIONS 
January 2012 
 

     In some ways, those ancient values are still 

revolutionary. We are living through a time when 

human dignity and safety are under attack in many 

parts of the world, a time when the health of the planet 

itself is at risk. We are not mere bystanders to those 

events. As Jews, we have an obligation to speak out 

on behalf of what is right, to demand responsible 

behavior at home and abroad and to behave in a way 

that is consistent with the biblical call for tzedek, 

justice. In order to merit God’s continued redemption, 

we must be willing to go to ‘Pharaoh’ and demand a 

new exodus from our slavery to the Middle East’s oil, 

redemption from confrontation with Islam, and freedom 

from the violence which wracks so many nations. 

 

     God demands that we act righteously, and that is 

indeed the reason for which we were redeemed from 

slavery in the time of Moses. What the Torah teaches 

us this month is that God redeemed us from slavery in 

order to receive the Torah. Redemption is conditioned 

on acting in accordance with the divine command in 

the Torah. We must live up to our obligation for tzedek 

in order to merit God’s continued blessings. As in the 

Torah, the world will see our righteousness and will 

thus understand the power of God.

NOTES FROM THE CANTOR 
 “Changing the World One Student at a Time” 

  
That slogan is taken from a brochure I received at a presentation to the local Cantors Assembly members in mid-November. It is not just aimed at Jewish students. Young 
people in Poland are re-learning history - it is part of an effort to restore a sense of Jewish presence in Poland today.  
  
We and our children have been taught how Polish anti-Semitism greatly contributed to the atrocities of the Holocaust, and there is no denying this. The Jewish people will 
never be the same. We must never forget and always be vigilant. But we must also recognize that that was then and this is now. That is something which the thousands 
of Jews who visit Aushwitz each year before arriving in Israel do not get taught. They leave Poland with a dark, cynical perspective. By comparison, despite the Nazis’ 
primary role in wiping out the Jews of Europe, today’s Germany is viewed much differently. Indeed it has been one of Israel’s closest and strongest allies.  
  
But not so with Poland. Those growing up there in these last 60 years have had little understanding of their history with the Jewish people. They don’t know why millions 
of Jews came to settle in Poland originally, when its rulers were much more benevolent than other parts of Europe. They had been taught that the Poles themselves were 
victims during World War II, and many in fact were.  
  
But now, through the efforts of a few committed Polish leaders, an organization known as the Forum for Dialogue Among Nations has begun to change these perceptions, 
one student at a time. With help from various sources including the American Jewish Committee and the Task Force for International Cooperation on Holocaust 
Education, Remembrance and Research, the Forum is building new bridges of understanding between the Polish and Jewish people. They are working to erase anti-
Semitism, and overcome stereotypes. They have been facilitating interactions between Polish students and students from the US and Israel. They have also been 
providing tours of Jewish Warsaw to Polish high school students, and leadership exchanges so that Polish leaders can come to the US to meet with American Jewish 
leaders and Jewish American leaders can visit Poland, to teach and learn from one another about their respective cultures. 
  
At my November meeting, I was proud to see, alongside Andrzej Folwarczny, the Polish founder of the Forum for Dialogue, one of Beth Judea’s longtime members, 
Michael Rosenbaum. Michael, as Chairman of the International Relations Commission of the American Jewish Committee, helped established and currently heads the 
Friends of the Forum program, which has been providing funding and other forms of assistance to the Forum for Dialogue Among Nations. He provided me with an 
outstanding book entitled “Difficult Questions in Polish-Jewish Dialogue” which they published, aimed at high school students, as well as numerous other articles and 
brochures. Michael’s efforts demonstrate what one individual can do on behalf of social action and tikkun olam. I hope that others in our synagogue – B’nai Mitzvah 
families, USYers, BJU students, not to forget others who may be reading this column – will want to find out more about how to get involved in this important and 
meaningful endeavor. Please feel free to contact me, or you may contact Michael directly at Michael@friendsoftheforum.org.  
  
As long as I have you thinking about Eastern Europe, let me remind you about our upcoming trip to Russia, scheduled for July 4-12, 2012. We will be spending four days 
in St. Petersburg (including a Shabbat which will begin at 11PM!) and three days in Moscow. We will also have with us Professor Stephen Berk, of Union College in 
Schenectady, New York, providing insights into three of his areas of expertise – Russian history, Jewish studies and the Holocaust. It promises to be a unique and 
unforgettable experience. I hope you can join us!
