On all other nights we eat any kind of herbs. Tonight, why do
we eat the bitter herbs?

On all other nights we do not dip even once. Tonight, why do
we dip the greens twice?

On all other nights we eat sitting or reclining. Tonight, why do
we all recline? In the Mishnah (compiled circa 220 C.E.) we
are told that there is a different question than reclining.
